The 13 strong judging panel spent three days taste testing 184 beers to find the medal 
winning beers on this list. It’s a big step up from last year, when just six of the 170 
beers presented were judged to be world class. This year we have 18 gold medal win-
ners.

Chief Steward Stu McKinlay, said the quality of the beers improved from year to year 
as brewers strived for the ultimate prize. Entries came from across New Zealand as 
well as the USA and Australia as word about the quality of the Kiwi craft beer industry 
spreads.

It’s not a matter of first, second and third – beers win medals based on their individual 
merits and are judged only within class guidelines. In some classes the best medal is 
bronze and in others there are several golds. And, with World Beer Cup judges on the 
panel, you can be sure that gold medal beer is world class.

Gold is defined as a world class beer that exemplifies its style, displaying the proper 
balance of taste, aroma and appearance. A silver medal is an excellent beer and a 
bronze denotes a fine example. Of course, the best way to understand the differences 
is to grab a couple and try them for yourself, we thoroughly recommend them all!
